Anthony Watts replied that the increasing@am is due to a better contract
with Springer, and can cover extended activitieRBSA. Peter Bayley asked about
the possible deficit of the Congress. Michael Fezereplied that the total budget of
the Conference was about £300.000. The assets &AEgave an insurance for
possible disasters or unexpected losses.
